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This well known tune first recorded
by The Crickets and later covered
by Linda Ronstadt was aiso the first
song recorded by The Quarrymen,
the skiffle group that subsequently
became The Beatles. The song
came about after Holly, Allison and
Crickets bandmate Sonny Curtis
went to see the John Wayne film
The Searchers in June of 1856,
Wayne's oft repeated catchphrase,
“that'll be the day" inspired the
young musicians to write the song.
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Well, that'll be the day, when you say good-bye, 35,
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Yeah, that'll be the day, when you make me cry,
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You say you're gonna leave, you know it's a lie ‘cause %
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That'll be the da-a-ay when | die! " A7 "
